The Inexhustible Chalenge of Everest

Tibetins had long caled it Chomolungma, "Godess Mother of the World," but it wasnt untill 1852 that Britsh surveyrs identifed it as the highest pointe on the planat.

Thirten years later the mountain was renamed for Sire George Everest, Survayor General of India from 1830 to 1843.
